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Auburn Bocce Club Rolls Further Into Cyberspace! 

 
One year ago, the Auburn Bocce Club launched new Internet Web site which promotes the people, activities and the spirit of the game of 

bocce in Auburn.  The Web site, http://www.auburnbocce.org, generated some 50,000 hits over the past 12 months, a sign that 

cyberspace is a great way to attract new players to our game! 

At the ABC annual meeting, Webmaster Peter Di Turi reported that he was able to renew the Web domain name and hosting site on 

GoDaddy.com for a cost lower than 2009 and extending through 2014. 

Haven’t you been to the Web site?   You will experience the importance, popularity and enthusiasm about the game of bocce in Auburn 

and the greater Puget Sound community.  A visitor to the Auburn Bocce Club’s Web site will be able to: 

 Read about the club’s mission and community activities 

 Learn about the history and rules of bocce 

 Find out where and when the club meets, plays and gives lessons 

 Learn about other bocce events in the greater Puget Sound area 

 Get the latest bocce news (club members get access to special club news and promotions) 

 Browse to links to other great bocce-related Web sites 

 Contact the club’s officers and instructor for more info about bocce 

 Fill out an online membership form to join the club 

The ABC also implemented and maintains two more Internet-based means for the greater Puget Sound community can interact: 

1. The club has created a group on the popular Internet social networking site Facebook called “Puget Sound Bocce”.  Internet 

users may join Facebook for free and then request to join the group.  Once in the Puget Sound Bocce group, users may join in 

discussions, or post content related to bocce in text, picture, audio, video and hyperlinks to bocce-related Web sites.  There is 

slow growth in the Facebook group as more computer users are becoming aware of this on-line resource. 

 

2. The club has also created a user on the Twitter message service called “PugetSoundBocce”.  This has become extremely popular 

with over 500 subscribed users so far!  Internet users may join Twitter for free and can then “follow” messages related to 

“PugetSoundBocce” on their computer, their mobile phone or other Internet device.   Twitter has been used live at events in 

Bellingham and Seattle and is also used to provide announcements and reminders of area bocce or club events. 

 

In 2010, the ABC will experiment with video to convey local bocce to Internet users around the world.  Video sessions such as lessons and 

highlights will be recorded and available for Web site users to view via YouTube.  In addition, a pilot Puget Sound Bocce live video 

broadcast will be attempted at the Bellingham Bay Bocce Tournament on April 24.  Sites such as LiveStream, LiveVideo and UStream are 

being evaluated for use at the event.  Anyone with experience with Webcasts and equipment can contact Peter Di Turi at the ABC to help 

at this event, which if successful could bring about other live and taped videocasts of Puget Sound Bocce events. 

 

The Auburn Bocce Club encourages all of its members, as well its current and future bocce colleagues, to use and promote the club’s Web 

site, Facebook group and Twitter feed, and provide feedback on how they can be improved.  The club also encourages our current and 

future bocce colleagues in the Puget Sound community to provide links to their club/team Web pages to show their spirit!  For more 

information, contact Peter Di Turi, club Webmaster at 253.939.4108 or pdituri@comcast.net.

If 

there’s a match between two or more available players with at least one hour’s time and with one week’s notice, Pete will phone all 

players in the match, let them know the common day and time, and give the phone numbers of all the players in that timeframe.  It will 

be up to the players to contact each other to verify that they can make their times to play.  (We’ll hold off on using e-mails for now.) 

However, the club cannot reserve the Les Gove bocce courts for any appointment, as the courts are available on a first-come basis to the 

public during park hours.  So don’t delay – set up your times today and get your game on! 

The Auburn Bocce Club begins their lessons and court maintenance sessions at the Les Gove Park courts on Tuesdays and Thursday 

from April 13- October 14.  There’s always folks coming by wanting to learn about our game and about our excellent courts.

The ABC is expected to play a 

role in helping in the leadership of this new division when it becomes official at the USBF’s meeting at the National Championships.

BOCCE MEMORY – “IL RE DI BOCCE” 

A bocce player of note is Umberto Granaglia, who was awarded the honor of "Player of the Twentieth Century" by the 

Confederation Mondiale des Sport de Boules.  Between 1957 and 1980 Granaglia represented Italy 103 times, won a record 

13 World Championship titles, 12 European Championship titles, & 46 Italian National Championship titles.  

 

Umberto was born in Venaria Reale, near Turin, on May 20, 1931.  Despite his status in 

the world of bocce, Granaglia was humble in his demeanor, a little timid but always 

willing to meet and mix with players.   

His most memorable play was in Melbourne in November, 1979. The World Doubles 

Championship, contested by eleven nations, was won by the Italian team of Umberto 

Granaglia together with team mates Franco Benevene and Giancarlo Selva. They 

defeated the world class French team in the final, 15-6. In that match Granaglia, acting 

as the shooter, scored an astounding 28 volo hits from 29 throws, with eight of these 

bowls remaining on court.  A remarkable performance!  

This great bocce legend passed away on December 13, 2008.
